	Objective (Students will . . .)
	Procedures (What do you expect to do, step by step?)

	· Be able to understand the true meaning of a musical dot.

· Mathematically figure out the lengths of the assigned notes/rests.
	1. Warm-up the lesson group with lip slurs and scale exercises.  Make sure to use exercises in the key of Eb Major.

2. Provide students with the “Musical Memo:  Scale and Note Quest.”

3. Go over the directions with the students for the first half of the worksheet.

4. Have the students begin the first portion of the ditto.  Monitor the students’ progress and assist those who are struggling.

	5.         Half way through the allotted time, go over the students’ work.  Correct, encourage, and praise as necessary.

· “Musical Memo:  Scale and Note Quest” worksheets.

· Pencils.

	6.         Continue on with the second half of this written assignment after providing basic instructions.

7. Monitor the students’ progress and assist those who are struggling.

8.         When the students have completed the assignment, or the allotted time has expired, review the ditto as a group.  I will assist with recollection as is necessary.

9.         Collect the worksheets to grade and return at a later date.

10.       Continue reviewing lesson materials and band music (if time allows) till the end of the lesson period. Lesson materials should involve examples used in the given “Musical Memo.”

Reflective Change:  After reviewing my evidence from this lesson I believe that the following change is required:
